EVERYONE NEEDS ACCOUNTABILITY

GALATIANS 2:11-14

1) What stands out to you about Paul’s actions in verse 11? He opposed Peter to his face, he didn’t do that until he knew that Peter was clearly in the wrong, he didn’t let fear stop him from addressing his ‘elder’ in Christ. 
2) What did Peter fail to recognize about fellowship in verse 12? Read Acts 10:9-15; 27&28. Peter failed to recognize that there should be no favoritism shown. In Heaven there is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female.
3) Peter was driven by fear in his actions. Can you think of any other time when Peter expressed fear? When he disowned Jesus. Did his actions here disown Jesus, who died for all?
4) What can we learn about hypocrisy in verse 13? That it not only affects us, it can ruin our witness and actually lead others astray. When it lures others in, it ruins their witness too, thus having a snowball effect that hinders the work of God affecting the growth of his kingdom.
5) What can we learn from Paul in verse 14 that helps us when we need to hold someone accountable? He saw, not just heard about what Peter was doing, therefore, he didn’t just go by hearsay, he used the truth of the gospel as a measuring rod, he addressed all who were in error, he posed a question forcing them to answer instead of just accusing them.
6) What does Paul say in verse 20 that helps us to hold ourselves accountable? Look what Christ did for me; if I return to sin, his death was in vain. Also, I have died with Christ, how can I live in sin any longer? I need to clothe myself with Christ and live as he lived. The life I now need to live should be done through faith, not through my own understanding and my old way of thinking.
