SUNDAY SCHOOL-THE EYES HAVE IT-JANUARY 18TH, 2009

1) Ecc. 2:10&11. What do you conclude from Solomon’s words here? That even though he got everything his eyes desired, he wasn’t satisfied.

2) Psalm 121 (watching). What do we learn about God from this psalm? 1) When we lift our eyes up to him, he will help us (vs. 1&2). 2) He doesn’t sleep-therefore he is always watching us (vs. 3&4). 3) With the Lord watching over us we are protected (vs. 5-7). 4) The Lord is not only always watching, he is forever watching (vs. 8). 
3) 1st Cor. 13:12 (KJV: looking through a glass darkly). How is seeing just a poor reflection frustrating? We long to know what’s going on. We long to be able to see the big picture. We have problems with discernment and making correct assumptions, decisions and judgments. When we feel like we’re in the dark about something we get frustrated. Plus, not being able to see fully creates a situation where our faith and trust is challenged. How is it encouraging? We have the joy of knowing that although we don’t see everything clearly now we will one day see things clearly and fully.

4) 2nd Cor. 4:13-18. What are the benefits of fixing our eyes on the unseen? Our faith will be stronger (5:7-He’s not saying that sight isn’t important, but our faith isn’t wrapped up in what we can see.), we gain a proper perspective-we know that what we see in this world isn’t all there is.
